Mission Statement

Our foundation for missions at FCF is encompassed in the Church’s Vision Statement: 

“To celebrate and apply the reconciling work of Jesus Christ among the diverse cultures of Baltimore for the spiritual transformation of people, families, and neighborhoods, locally and globally.”

FCF seeks to maintain and propagate the biblical priorities and core values we have come to affirm in the areas of worship, prayer, teaching, fellowship, culturally appropriate outreach, leadership development, and Christian community development.

Missions and Outreach Vision of FCF

We believe that God’s unchanging purpose in human history is to make Himself known to all the people groups of the world through His church so that they will worship and glorify Him. As recorded in Genesis 12: 1-3, God blessed Abraham so that, “In you all the families of the earth shall be blessed.” Jesus Christ came in accordance with God’s great plan and told us in Luke 19:10 that, “the Son of Man has come to seek and to save the lost.” Jesus reminded his disciples of this same plan for humanity in Matthew 28 (the Great Commission) to go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing and teaching them to observe all Jesus commanded. Finally, we see a glimpse of the future fulfillment of His purpose in Rev. 7: 9-10 when John beheld “a great multitude, which no one could count, from every nation and all tribes and peoples and tongues, standing before the throne and before the Lamb…and they cried out with a loud voice saying, ‘Salvation belongs to our God who sits on the throne, and to the Lamb.’” 

Scripture makes it abundantly clear that it is also God’s plan to use us, “a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people belonging to God…to the declare the excellencies of Him who has called us out of darkness into his marvelous light” to every tribe, language, people and nation (I Peter 2:9).

We take this responsibility to be obeyed and executed in our: 

Jerusalem: The immediate Pen Lucy community and neighboring communities

Judea: The Baltimore metropolitan region

Samaria: The hundreds of thousands of internationals who add a multicultural dimension 
     to our community

Ends of the Earth: North America and the world

We believe the missionary task is incomplete if it stops short of planting biblically strong, culturally relevant, reproducing churches, which will, themselves, engage in the task of spreading the gospel of Jesus Christ. 

Every vital local Church of Jesus Christ rests on three relationship pillars: 

Exaltation: The believers’ relationship with their Lord

Edification: The believers’ relationship with each other in the Body of Christ

Extension: The believers’ relationship with those who are outside the Body of Christ

The Missions Committee of Faith Christian Fellowship is directly concerned with the third pillar of this relational triad, while at the same time recognizing that this ministry derives its essential nature, power, and direction from the first two. 

The Missions Committee

The missions committee: 

1. Serves under the authority of the Session

2. Promotes vision for missions and outreach in the church

3. Attends to the necessary details of administration of FCF’s missions program

4. Initiates and oversees the aspects of congregational life that pertains to the committee’s efforts including: 

a. Communicating with missionaries and their agencies

b. Making budgetary allocation recommendations to the Session

c. Evaluating new candidates for support

d. Encouraging mission-focused prayer and other forms of involvement by the congregation

e. Developing short and long term mission strategies

The missions committee will normally conduct the following kinds of business: 

1. Pray for the FCF missions partners, programs, and each other

2. Make decisions regarding the distribution of the funds allocated by the Session

3. Hear and consider requests from FCF members or others seeking prayer and financial support for missions activities

4. Plan and coordinate missions events and opportunities at FCF

5. Promote local and global outreach

Strategies

Several strategic principles underlie the allocation of financial support.

1. In general, we wish to provide more significant support to fewer people, allowing us to complete our chief responsibilities to our sent missionaries:

a. Financial support

b. Regular prayer support

c. Significant personal contact and involvement

2. We give priority to supporting the ministry of members of FCF

3. We will make a special effort to support ministries to those who have had the least chance to hear of Jesus Christ. 

4. We wish to support missionaries who serve in their own culture.

5. We promote involvement in short-term mission trips.
